	Financial Report: The accounts had previously been sent out to all Committee Members; Summary from DJ as follows;
There was an overall balance of €10058.10 at the end of August 2019, with a loss of €1572.51.  This is mainly accounted for by the fact that advance membership subscriptions have been accounted as liabilities to be accounted for in the following financial year.  If accounted for as in the previous year, it would show a profit of €1839.99.  The travel and events made a small profit of €450
We donated almost €2000 to charities this year, the Tanzania School, and AECC Cancer.
Paypal costs are still high, we could possibly look at other ways for people to pay, although Paypal is easy, and people generally seem happy with it.


Committee Nominations.  A copy of the Nomination Summary had been circulated to the committee members. MT confirmed that nominations had been received for all the officer positions with two being received for the Secretary position. There have been nominations for five new members to join the committee. MT noted there had been just two nominations received from outside the Committee members or their partners – a disappointing result given the membership overall is standing at well over 550 members.

One of the new nominees has been in talks already with AH about her taking over the Travel and Events Co-Ordinator’s position if she joins the Committee. Francoise explained that she was also stepping down as part of the travel team but will remain on the Committee.

It was agreed the voting forms will go out to the full membership on 8th May.
